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1 Introduction
During RAN4#82 we have finalized the work on alignment with non-AAS specifications for all frequency bands in Rel-13. Due to the fact that addition of new features is now closed for Rel-13 we need to find a solution for allowing AAS BS to operate in Rel-14 frequency bands: 48, 69, 70. Band 48 is of special interest in AAS products.  
2 Discussion

The Rel-13 AAS specifications TS 37.105 and TS 37.145-1 contains now complete BS RF requirements and conformance testing procedures. It is not possible anymore to add new features related to Rel-13 AAS operation, which is mainly based on requirements and testing at the TAB connectors. However, new frequency bands introduced under Rel-14 are also of interest in AAS BS.
There are two alternatives:

1. Make an exception and let the new frequency bands be introduced in Rel-13 AAS BS specifications
2. Start the Rel-14 of the AAS BS specifications. Initially, the Rel-14 AAS BS specifications were intended to support OTA requirements and conformance testing. This objective was not achieved so the recent agreement was to skip Rel-14 and include full OTA AAS directly in Rel-15. This approach opens up for the possibility to use Rel-14 for similar AAS requirements as in Rel-13 (i.e. mainly based on TAB connector) with the exception of addition of new frequency bands. 
We prefer the second option, as it will create a set of specifications which is in line with current releases and non-AAS specifications as well.
3 Proposal
Based on the arguments above we present following proposal for agreement:
1. Create the Rel-14 of the TS 37.105 and TS.37.145-1 based on the addition of Rel-14 frequency bands.
