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1. Introduction
This submission requests the addition of B28 to the requirements for a new UE category with single receiver based on Category 1 for LTE (Cat1bis). 

2. Discussion
A new device category, Cat1bis, has been defined to support small form factor devices such as wearables, smartwatches, etc. It is based on Cat 1 specification which provides quite high data rates and therefore can address the entire wearable market segment. 

RP-170791 currently lists band support for: 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 7, 8, 12, 13, 18, 20, 26, 39, 41, and 66.

B28 is not included.
3GPP B28 has become widely used globally and continues to gain momentum particularly in emerging markets. It’s harmonization as a wide bandwidth, low band primary radio access layer has been a global success. Excluding B28 from Cat1bis will limit the potential success of this new category and impact unit cost with reduced production scale.
Proposal: Include Band 28 in the list of supported bands for Cat.1bis UEs.

In order to introduce support for Band 28 in a timely manner, the work item could be revised in the next plenary to add Band 28 to the list before it would be closed. RAN4 could endorse a CR with Band 28 support if this is agreeable to the group.

3. Conclusion
This submission requests the addition of B28 to the Cat 1bis specification. 
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
