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1. Introduction

In this contribution, it is proposed to replace Band 20 in the Performance and Harmonization Campaigns with Band 5. 
This contribution is made in co-operation with EMITE, a manufacturer of MIMO OTA Test Systems.
2. Proposal
Following RAN4#82 it was confirmed that RS_1 and RS_2 were not available for the harmonization campaign [1]. The lack of these two devices directly affected the number of devices supporting Band 20 (DL: 791 MHz–821 MHz), i.e., out of the devices available at CATR with ATF support (KS_1, RS_3, RS_4, RS_5, RS_6) only 2 devices support Band 20. However, all 5 devices readily support Band 5 (DL: 869 MHz–894MHz). Additionally, performance data for Band 5 was already provided in [2].

It is therefore proposed to replace Band 20 with Band 5 in both performance and harmonization campaigns, i.e., 

PS1 is: 

· TDD: 41, 38 

· FDD Low: 20, 13, 19 

· FDD High: 3, 7, 1

while HS1 is: 

· TDD: 41, 38 

· FDD Low: 20, 13 

· FDD High: 3, 7

Proposal: Replace Band 20 with Band 5 for PS1 and HS1. 
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
