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1 Introduction
Many of the OTA requirements for eAAS are approaching technical consensus, in addition the methodology behind how to incorporate both hybrid requirements sets and all OTA requirements sets in the core technical specification have been agreed [1].
The specification writing for the existing REL13 AAS specification (37.105) took 2-3 meeting cycles to complete so it is a good idea to start the specification drafting as soon as possible.

This document discusses a process sof how to update the AAS documents.

2 Discussion

For the eAAS WI the task is to update the existing specification rather than generate a new one so the process will be different to the previous AAS WI.

For example as TS 37.105 is an approved document it must be updated with CR’s, and once they are approved then an official version of the updated specification is available. Hence it would be confusing to issue partial updates to the specification to incorporate the OTA requirements. 
To update the TS documents therefore it would be best to do a single big CR at the end once all the proposed updates have been already drafted and agreed in RAN4.

As it is likely to take more than 1 meeting to agree on all the text and procedure where we could write TP’s and pre-approve text for the TS updates would be useful.
As such each of the technical specifications which require major modifications for the eAAS WI:
· TS 37.105

· TS 37.145-2 (TS 37.145-2 will at most require minor modifications which can be done by CR directly)
· TS 37.114

The specifications can then be updated as follows:

A draft copy of each specification will be created [2] [3]
Modifications to the text regarding the eAAS updates can be submitted like text proposals for RAN4 to approve
The rapporteur will update the draft specification after each meeting as a basis for the next.

When all the text has been approved by RAN4 the rapporteur will produce a single CR as the final version.

The documents can be submitted as discussion documents for approval for example the DRAFT TS:

As the work consists of completely new specification text, to avoid having many contributions to each the intention is to use a similar authoring process as was done with REL13 AAS. Sub-authors will be allocated to write the specification text for different sections, that text is reviewed off line as much as practical in between the meetings so that mature text can be presented at the meetings.

· BS output power (inc control channel power, output power dynamics, Tx ON//OFF power)

· Transmit signal quality

· Performance (if possible as in 37.105)
For TS 37.114

· General sections


Huawei (as rapporteur)

· Emission

· Immunity

The intention is to start updating the text for TS 37.105 and TS37.114 when the technical agreements in the TR are stable, to the following schedule:

Final CR’s

As the official versions of the specifications may be modified by CR during the time frame of the process, it is suggested that the DRAFT versions of the specifications stay the same during the process and the final set of modifications are applied to the latest version by the rapporteur in the final CR. 

This should be straight forward as most of the medications are in the form of new clauses and sub-clauses which will not interfere with any potential CR’s to the existing versions.
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
