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Discussion
This contribution is an extended re-submission of the R4-1703947 (Noted) from RAN4#82bis. Due to the comments received last meeting, it was proposed to come back to this topic next meeting. This time we aim to provide more elaborated motivation for the proposed TP. 
Conformance testing of the Rel-13 AAS BS was based on the list of manufacturer’s declarations. Separate sets of manufacturer’s declarations were defined for the conducted conformance testing specification in TS37.145-1, and for the radiated conformance testing specification in TS 37.145-2. 
During the eAAS WI work, it will be required to extend the already existing set of manufacturer’s declarations in TS 37.145-2 for the OTA AAS BS testing, while considering the already existing declaration for the EIRP and EIS OTA tests. 
In this contribution we are proposing draft TP to TR 37.843 to keep placeholder for the discussion. Aim of the TP is to introduce initial text for the manufacturer’s declarations section for the Hybrid AAS BS and OTA AAS BS conformance testing.
Discussion on the manufacturer’s declaration can be split into two threads: 
1. Hybrid AAS BS: 
· For the conducted requirements: the already existing manufacturer’s declarations as defined in the conducted conformance testing specification TS 37.145-1. 
· For the OTA requirements:
· the already existing manufacturers declarations as defined for the EIS and EIRP requirements in the radiated conformance testing specification TS 37.145-2,
· All newly defined manufacturers declarations, related to the test requirements introduced in the eAAS WI and captured in this section of the TR, 
2. OTA AAS BS: 
· The already existing manufacturers declarations as defined for the EIS and EIRP requirements in the radiated conformance testing specification TS 37.145-2,
· All newly defined manufacturers declarations, related to the OTA test requirements introduced in the eAAS WI and captured in this TR.
The motivation to capture this discussion in the TR, is to avoid redundant declarations being introduced during eAAS work and to keep alignment among the existing and the new declarations. 
NOTE: The outcome of this discussion can be also captured in the Draft version of the Rel-15 eAAS specification.

9.1	General
The AAS BS manufacturer’s declarations are currently defined in TS 37.145-1 [x] for the conducted testing of the hybrid AAS BS over its conducted RF interface, and in TS 37.145-2 [x] for the radiated testing of the hybrid AAS BS or OTA AAS BS over their radiated RF interfaces. 
The following groups of the manufacturer’s declarations shall be considered for the hybrid AAS BS: 
1. For the conducted requirements: 
a. The already existing manufacturers declarations as defined in the conducted conformance testing specification TS 37.145-1 [x]. 
2. For the OTA requirements:
a. The already existing manufacturers declarations as defined for the EIS and EIRP requirements in the radiated conformance testing specification TS 37.145-2 [x],
i. NOTE: Some modifications in the existing manufacturer’s declarations may be required to account for additional OTA requirements structure adopted for Rel-15 OTA requirements. 
b. All newly defined manufacturers declarations related to the test requirements introduced in the eAAS WI and captured in this TR, 
The following groups of the manufacturer’s declarations shall be considered for the OTA AAS BS: 
1. The same set of OTA manufacturers declarations as defined for the hybrid AAS BS (2a above) in the radiated conformance testing specification TS 37.145-2 [x]
2. All newly defined manufacturers declarations, related to the OTA test requirements introduced in the eAAS WI and captured in this TR.
9.2	Manufacturers declarations for Rel-15 requirements 
Manufacturers declaration introduced or modified in the eAAS WI are listed in Table 9.2-1. Those declarations shall be built upon the already existing Rel-13 AAS BS declaration sets D9.1 – D9.29 and D10.1 – 10.11, as captured in TS 37.145-2 [x].
