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Introduction
In RAN4#82bis meeting, TP on Band 71 nearby 3GPP bands was agreed in [4]. This contribution is regarding the spurious emission band UE co-existence requirement for Band 71 based on the proposal shared in [5] to reuse the legacy requirement for Band 71.
It is suggested to incorporated TP in section 2 in TR for US 600MHz band.

7.1.1.X UE co-existence
It is proposed to add new 600MHz Band 71 into Table 6.6.3.2-1 of TS36.101 to address UE co-exisence of the Band 71 with other Region 2 bands utilized in US, which include Band 2, 4, 5, 12, 13, 14, 17, 24, 25, 26, 29, 30, 41, 48, 66 and 70, with legacy emission requirement of -50dBm/MHz. No A-MPR or RB restrictions are needed. Harnonic exception should be allowed for Band71 UL to protect the DL of Band 2, 25,41 and 70.
