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1   Background
During the FeMTC discussion in last meeting, two test cases were agreed for Mode A and Mode B respectively. 
Rel-14 Coverage Enhancement (CE) feature also can be supported by any LTE UE category and not restricted to be used for Category M2 devices only.
The requirements for category M2 UE will be defined based on the simulation results. Whether to define new requirements for any LTE UE category and how to derive the requirements if needed should be discussed. 
In this paper, we will discuss the issues on requirements for any LTE UE category.
2   Discussion 
During the Rel-13 applicability discussion, RAN4 agreed to apply Rel-13 Category M1 demod & CQI requirements to DL Category 0 and Category 1bis without any modifications. The applicability rule is also reasonable for Rel-14 Category 0 and Category 1bis UE.

Proposal 1: Apply Rel-14 Category M2 demod & CQI requirements to DL Category 0 and Category 1bis without any modifications.
During the discussion in the paper [2], new test cases are proposed for higher category UE with 2Rx/4Rx. The difference between Rel-13 non-M1 UE and Rel-14 non-M2 UE is the supporting maximum channel bandwidth. 

· Rel-14 non-BL UE can support CE mode A in connected mode with a maximum PDSCH channel bandwidth of either 5 or 20 MHz.

· Rel-14 non-BL UEs can support CE mode B in connected mode with a maximum PDSCH channel bandwidth of either 1.4, 5 or 20 MHz. 
The frequency hopping and repetition shall be verified via new test cases for higher category UE with 2Rx/4Rx in Rel-13. As the maximum channel bandwidth 1.4, 5 and 20 MHz have been always supported by higher category UE, no new test case is needed to verify higher category UE with 2Rx/4Rx supporting larger bandwidth.
Proposal 2: No new test case is needed to verify higher category UE with 2Rx/4Rx supporting Rel-14 CE feature.

3   Conclusion 
In this contribution, we discuss the issues on requirements for any LTE UE category. The proposals are:
Proposal 1: Apply Rel-14 Category M2 demod & CQI requirements to DL Category 0 and Category 1bis without any modifications.
Proposal 2: No new test case is needed to verify higher category UE with 2Rx/4Rx supporting Rel-14 CE feature.
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
