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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 received further question from RAN2 (R4-1707036/ R2-1707505) on possible baseband capability sharing between LTE and NR in dual-connectivity i.e. MR-DC (Multi-RAT DC). At this moment, it’s hard to determine which UE baseband capability can be shared between RATs. Considering realistic multi-vendor deployment (eNB and gNB from different vendor), from RAN4 point of view, it’s beneficial to support independent capability information for NR and LTE as baseline to minimize the eNB impact as the NR development progresses. Thus, RAN4 has the following reply to RAN2’s question. 
Q1: In the context of the above discussion, RAN2 would like to know which of the baseband capabilities are shared and split between LTE and NR by eNB/gNB? 

A: RAN4 needs more time to investigate which UE capability can be shared between LTE and NR in MR-DC case. Meanwhile, RAN4 concludes the capability discussion should prioritize independent baseband capability per RAT for LTE/NR band combinations.
