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Background and discussion
Several proposals for NR band numbering were made in previous meetings and based on the discussions, a first Way-Forward on band numbering was agreed at RAN4#83 in Hangzhou, with final agreement at the RAN4 NR AH in Qingdao. The proposal in [2] consolidates the agreements into a TP for the band numbering to be documented in the Work item TR.
This document is a text proposal for TS 38.104 [1] based on the band Numbering proposals in [2]. The text is in principle also applicable to TR 38.101.
Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal is included in TS 38.104.

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

Operating band: frequency range in which NR operates (paired or unpaired), that is defined with a specific set of technical requirements.

NOTE:
The operating band(s) for an NR BS is declared by the manufacturer according to the designations in tables 5.2-1 and 5.2-3.
