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1. Background

Based on the agreements made for Operating bands as documented in the NR Work Item TR for UE RF [2], a proposal is made for the corresponding specification text in TS 38.101-2 [1].

The text proposal contains empty tables as placeholders for operating bands and NR-only band combinations for FR1. The specific operating bands and band combinations for introduction in the first release of the NR specifications are not included yet, as they will be added later. A list of bands can be found in [2].

2. Proposal

It is proposed that the attached Text Proposal is included in TS 38.101-2 [1].

Operating bands and channel arrangement
5.1
General

The channel arrangements presented in this clause are based on the operating bands and channel bandwidths defined in the present release of specifications.

NOTE:
Other operating bands and channel bandwidths may be considered in future releases.
Requirements throughout the RF specifications are in many cases defined separately for different frequency ranges (FR), where the present specification covers FR2 operating bands. The frequency ranges in which NR can operate according to this version of the specifications are identified as described in Table 5.1-1.
