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1 Background
In the last meeting, the TP to TR38.XXX[1] for NR BS OBW was approved, where the same principle with existing E-UTRA (99% power should be within channel bandwidth can be reused, and the minimum requirement for FR1 occupied bandwidth shall be less than the channel bandwidth supported by NR. 

It should be noted that the RAN4 has no agreement yet on FR2 OTA occupied bandwidth requirement. Therefore, This contribution provides TP to TS 38.104 on BS FR1 occupied bandwidth requirements based on the agreement.

Occupied bandwidth



6.6.2.1 General

The occupied bandwidth is the width of a frequency band such that, below the lower and above the upper frequency limits, the mean powers emitted are each equal to a specified percentage /2 of the total mean transmitted power. See also ITU-R Recommendation SM.328 [2].
The value of /2 shall be taken as 0.5%.

The occupied bandwidth requirement applies during the transmitter ON period for a single transmitted carrier. The minimum requirement below may be applied regionally. There may also be regional requirements to declare the occupied bandwidth according to the definition in the present clause.

OTA Occupied bandwidth



9.7.2.1 General

The OTA occupied bandwidth is the width of a frequency band such that, below the lower and above the upper frequency limits, the mean powers emitted are each equal to a specified percentage /2 of the total mean transmitted power. See also recommendation ITU-R SM.328 [2].

The value of /2 shall be taken as 0.5%.

The OTA occupied bandwidth requirement applies during the transmitter ON period for a single transmitted carrier. The minimum requirement below may be applied regionally. There may also be regional requirements to declare the OTA occupied bandwidth according to the definition in the present clause.
The FR1 OTA occupied bandwidth is defined as a directional requirement.
