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1 Introduction
In this meeting, the necessity of some kind of ordering rule for LTE-NR DC and NR CA band combinations was identified due to the fact that the number of band combinations will be huge in NR; hence a “lexicographical order” was proposed to create those tables in order to improve the readability and convenience of specs [1]. An online comment from Nokia was raised that these tables may be further split into different categories according to the number of CCs in different sub-sections in specs. Hereby we update the proposal accordingly.
2 Discussion
2.1 LTE-NR DC band combinations

The band combinations for LTE-NR DC can be grouped according to “LTE x CC + NR y CC” where x = 1,2,3,4,5; and y = 1,2 according to the latest NR WID [2]. In the corresponding specs TS 38.101, 10 sub-sections can be created containing one table to capture these band combinations with each sub-section corresponding to the combination of (x,y). And furthermore, the “lexicographical order” is applied in each table based on (x,y).
Proposal 1: In TS 38.101, create one sub-section for each combination (x,y) for LTE-NR DC band combination “LTE x CC + NR y CC”, and apply the lexicographical order in each table based on (x,y).

2.2 NR CA band combinations

Similarly the band combinations for NR CA can be group according to “NR x DL / y UL” where  x= 1,2,3,4,5, y=1,2 according to the latest NR WID [2], and one sub-section is created for each band combination containing the corresponding table. And also the “lexicographical order” is applied in each table.
Proposal 2: In TS 38.101, create one sub-section for each combination (x,y) for NR CA band combination “NR x DL / y UL”, and apply the lexicographical order in each table based on (x,y).

3 Conclusion

In this paper, we provide our considerations on the order of NR CA & LTE-NR DC Combinations in RAN4 specifications. Based on the discussion, we have the following proposals.
Proposal 1: In TS 38.101, create one sub-section for each combination (x,y) for LTE-NR DC band combination “LTE x CC + NR y CC”, and apply the lexicographical order in each table based on (x,y).

Proposal 2: In TS 38.101, create one sub-section for each combination (x,y) for NR CA band combination “NR x DL / y UL”, and apply the lexicographical order in each table based on (x,y).
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
