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1. Overall Description:

There is industry interest to evaluate the A-GNSS (minimum) performance of Rel-13 Cat-M1 devices, especially VoLTE devices in the context of E911. However, RAN5 is unsure whether the A-GNSS minimum performance requirements defined in TS 36.171 are applicable to Rel-13 Cat-M1 devices. 
In the case of the RAT-dependent positioning technologies (OTDOA/ECID), it is clear that these are not covered in the Rel-13 eMTC WI and that they are only supported in Rel-14 feMTC. However, this is unclear for RAT-independent positioning technologies, in particular A-GNSS. There are no extensions of the LPP protocol required to support eMTC for A-GNSS, so a-priori there seems to be nothing precluding a Rel-13 Cat-M1 UE from supporting LPP A-GNSS positioning measurements. The question is therefore whether the existing (minimum) performance requirements shall apply.
