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1 Background
The Cell phase Synchronization requirement is defined to be [3] µs, with the requirement in brackets in current TS 36.133. 
2 Discussion
The Cell Phase Synchronization value was put in brackets since the BS Transmitter Transient period was not yet approved for FR2. 

However, in RAN4#84-bis the FR2 BS Transmitter Transient period was approved, [1,2].
Summary
This TP removes the brackets around the existing requirement in TS 36.133 for Cell Phase Synchronization.
Proposal

It is proposed that the attached text proposal is included in TR/TS 38.133.

7.4
Cell phase synchronization accuracy
7.4.1
Definition
Cell phase synchronization accuracy for TDD is defined as the maximum absolute deviation in frame start timing between any pair of cells on the same frequency that have overlapping coverage areas.

7.4.2
Minimum requirements
The cell phase synchronization accuracy measured at BS antenna connectors shall be better than 3 µs.
