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1. Introduction
This contribution provides a text proposal to TS 38.104 on OTA receiver spurious emission requirements

2. Discussion

Some text in section 10.7.2 for minimum requirement for BS type 1-O in the current draft of TS 38.104 [1] is general and applicable to both BS type 1-O and 2-O.

Frequency range of the operating band should not impact the permitted RX spurious emission limit. Therefore, same emission limit shall be applied to both BS type 1-O and 2-O. But frequency range shall depend on the operating band frequency.

We provide text proposal considering above.

OTA receiver spurious emissions

10.7.1
General

The OTA RX spurious emission limits are specified as TRP at the RIB interface.   
Editor’s note: The OTA RX spurious emissions co-location requirements and regional requirements for BS type 1-O and BS type 2-O are FFS.

The OTA RX spurious emission is the power of the emissions radiated from the antenna array from a receiver unit. For a BS operating in FDD, OTA RX spurious emissions requirement do not apply as they are superseded by the OTA TX spurious emissions requirement. This is due to the fact that TX and RX spurious emissions cannot be distinguished in OTA domain.

For a BS operating in TDD, the OTA RX spurious emissions requirement applies during the transmitter OFF period only.
For RX only multi-band RIB, the OTA RX spurious emissions requirements are subject to exclusion zones in each supported operating band.
10.7.2
Minimum requirement for BS type 1-O
The OTA RX spurious emissions requirements for BS type 1-O are that for each applicable basic limit specified in table 7.6.2-1, the power sum of emissions at the RIB shall not exceed limits specified as the basic limit + 9 dB.

10.7.3
Minimum requirement for BS type 2-O
The power sum of emissions at the RIB shall not exceed limits specified in Table 10.7.3-1.
