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1 Introduction
Effort to reduce the work load of LTE CA as well as to improve the TR quality was carried out in recent RAN4 meetings [1, 2]. This contribution provides further consideration on 2UL band combinations.
2 Discussion

Besides the harmonic/IMD analysis and the spurious emission for coexistence to protect other bands, analysis for harmonic and IMD also is provided in current TR for specific CA band combinations. 
Table 2-1 shows an example of the impact of Harmonic and/or IMD for ISM and GNSS bands.

Though the impact has been identified in the co-existence analysis, there are no corresponding requirements are specified in the UE specification. In our opinion, this kind of information could be considered as a reference for IDC mechanism, but since no requirements are derived based on this analysis, a table with ISM and GNSS frequency range in the general part of TR 36.715-02-02 would be enough to highlight the IDC issue. 
Proposal The table of harmonic and IMD information to guide the aspects to be considered for ISM and GNSS bands is added in the general part of the TR 36.715-02-02. However, no detailed analysis is needed for the specific band combination in the TR. 
3 Conclusion

Further consideration on co-existence study for 2UL LTE CA band combinations is provided in this contribution.
