6.2  Nearby non-3GPP services
After FCC repurposed TV broadcast spectrum from 614 to 698 MHz in 2017, mobile services have primary allocation in US from 614 to 758 MHz.  Below 698 MHz unlicensed wireless microphones and white space devices are allowed to operate in 600 MHz service band where licensees have not commenced operations; their operations are regulated by Part 15 of Title 47 of eCFR, which limits power, and specifies frequency and distance separations to protect authorized services. Above 698 MHz low power TV stations and TV translator, authorized under 47 eCFR part 74, subparts E, F, and G, may continue to operate indefinitely on a secondary basis.
As done for 3GPP bands nearby to Band 85, possible impacts of secondary services will be considered not relevant to be taken into account on specification of Band 85 RF requirements.
