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1. Introduction
Channel bandwidths up to 400MHz are defined for bands in FR2, however, which bandwidths are mandatory is not yet decided. In this paper we discuss the mandatory support of channel bandwidths in FR2.
2. Discussion
Mandatory channel bandwidths for FR1 are already agreed [1], however the discussion is still ongoing for FR2. The channel bandwidths defined for FR2 are 50MHz, 100MHz, 200MHz and 400MHz. It should be noted that 200MHz supports both 60kHz and 120kHz and offers most flexibility for support of wide spectrum allocations, e.g. 1GHz is easily supported with 5x200MHz(instead of 2x400+200MHz with 400MHz channels). Hence, we propose that 200MHz channel bandwidth is mandatory while support of 400MHz channel bandwidth is optional.  

Proposal 1. Support of 200MHz channel bandwidth is mandatory for FR2.

3. Conclusion
In this paper we discussed the mandatory channel bandwidth for FR2. We propose the following.
Proposal 1. Support of 200MHz channel bandwidth is mandatory for FR2.
400MHz channel bandwidth should be optional.
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
