UE UL carrier RRC reconfiguration Delay for SUL
8.4.1
Introduction

The requirements in this section apply for a UE being configured or deconfigured with a supplementary UL carrier or NR UL carrier. 
8.4.2
UE UL carrier configuration Delay Requirement 
When the UE receives a RRC message implying NR UL or Supplementary UL carrier configuration, the UE shall be ready to start transmission on the newly configured carrierwithin TUL_carrier_config from the end of the last slot containing the RRC command. 

TUL_carrier_config equals the maximum RRC predure delay defined in clause x.y in TS 38.331 [2] plus TUL_grant.
Where:

TUL_grant is the uncertain time required to acquire and process uplink grant.
The interruption at UL carrier reconfiguration specified in section 8.2.1.2.6 is allowed only during the RRC reconfiguration procedure.
8.4.3
 UE UL carrier deconfiguration Delay Requirement

When the UE receives a RRC message implying NR UL or Supplementary UL carrier deconfiguration RRC signalling, the UE shall stop UL signalling on the deconfigured UL carrier within TUL_carrier_deconfig from the end of the last slot containing the RRC command.
TUL_carrier_deconfig equals the maximum RRC procedure delay defined in clause x.y in TS 38.331 [2].
The interruption at UL carrier reconfiguration specified in section 8.2.1.2.6 is allowed only during the RRC reconfiguration procedure.
