Assessment of throughput in Downlink
The output of the transmitter shall be connected to an equipment which meet the requirements for the throughput assessment of TS 38.101-4 [x] for the bearer used in the immunity tests. The level of the signal supplied to the equipment should be within the range for which the assessment of throughput is not impaired. Power control shall be off during the immunity testing. 
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
