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1 Introduction
Bandwidth classes are defined differently for FR1 (in TS 38.101-1) and FR2 (in TS 38.101-2). This will create confusion when defining an Inter-band combination with both FR1 and FR2 bands. It can also be noted that such Inter-band combinations are defined in 38.101-3, and this TS that currently has no definition of BW classes.
2 Discussion

Using the example of an inter-band combination like n78C-n257C, C will have a very different meaning for the FR1 band compared to the FR2 band. In 38.101-1, BW class C means 2CC and in 38.101-2 BW class C means 3CC. And an Inter-band combination like n78C-n257C will be defined in 38.101-3 which currently has no definition of BW classes.
This paper proposes to use the FR2 BW class table also for FR1; i.e. more or less the same table in 38.101-1 as currently in 38.101-2.

To check whether is it possible, below is a transfer table of the current 38.101-1 FR1 definition into same definition as current FR2 definition in 38.101-2.
There is one problem identified with merging the tables. BW class B as defined in 38.101-1 is missing in the 38.101-2 table. Now given that current B definition in 38.101-2 is already used in DC or CA combinations, and that the current B definition in 38.101-1 is not yet us in combinations in the specs (only in TR), we suggest moving the 38.101-1 B definition to the end and then using the capital letter R.
