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Introduction
Other types than handheld UE were discussed in RAN4#86Bis and agreements on how to address requirements [1], [2]. WF introduces three new types which may have different requirements than handheld UE. Agreed priority is with type 1 and 4 for Rel-15. This paper discusses and proposes how to structure requirements for new UE types.  
Discussion
FWA is significantly different type of UE than handheld. In [1] different requirements were identified for multiple sub-sections in 6 and 7. No changes for section 5 were identified even after 2nd look some may surface since e.g. NC intra-band CA maybe desirable feature with large back off for FWA whereas it maybe difficult to agree sufficient MPR and LO excerptions for UE. This may not have been considered when WF was agreed and does not need to be discussed further, this paper discusses how to distinguish requirements for FWA and other types mentioned in [2].
Ultimately, since FWA is different type and e.g. installation is fixed but is considered as UE from network perspective, a new requirement document could be good place to write requirements. New TS would be an extreme way of distinguishing FWA requirement and embedding requirements in to same tables as handheld UE would be the smallest change. With latter approach, for output power it maybe still simple but when e.g. MSD requirements are needed, already complicated tables get more complicated. Since intention is to close requirements within Rel-15, and new TS needs WI change, new TS is not possible for practical reasons. An applicable middle ground way would be to introduce a new suffix for FWA. This provides simple way to distinguish FWA requirements and as with other suffixes, requirements that are specified with no suffix apply unless there is a suffix with different requirements. 
Proposal 1: Distinguish FWA (type 4) UE requirements in TS38.101-2 with a new suffix “E”. 

Accompanying CR has been provided to introduce structure for suffix E. 
With this approach requirements for FWA for CA, if different than general CA requirements, will need yet an other suffix. To keep specification more readable, double letter suffix should be used e.g. for FWA CA, a letters EA should help to understand that this sub-section is for FWA CA. 

Proposal 2: Requirements for FWA for features that already have a suffix for handheld are distinguished with two letter suffix’s with the suffix “E” as first letter.    
Conclusion
How to distinguish FWA type requirements in TS 38.101-2 was discussed. Introduction of suffix E was proposed and usage of two letter suffixes was introduced. Two proposals were made 
Proposal 1: Distinguish FWA (type 4) UE requirements in TS38.101-2 with a new suffix “E”.
Proposal 2: Requirements for FWA for features that already have a suffix for handheld are distinguished with two letter suffix’s with the suffix “E” as first letter.    
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
