1. Overall Description:
3GPP RAN WG4 has defined power class 2 UE for 5G NR bands n41, n77, 78 and n79 which has 3dB higher power capability than traditional power class 3 UE.

The power class 2 capable UE is allowed to set its configured maximum output power with 26Bm under the condition of scheduled uplink time in [x] ms is below “maxUplinkDutyCycle” which indicates the maximum percentage of uplink time that can be scheduled during [x] ms for power class 2 UE to ensure compliance with electromagnetic energy absorption requirements and if the UL duty cycle scheduled by network exceeds maxUplinkDutyCycle then UE will fall back to power class 3. [x] ms is no less than 10 ms and is depend on UE implementation. The default value of “maxUplinkDutyCycle” is 50%.
3GPP RAN WG4 notice that SAR is the requirement that UE shall meet and also notice that during SAR testing UE uplink downlink configuration is referred to 3GPP specifications. Therefore, 3GPP RAN WG4 would like to inform SAR regulations about the uplink downlink configuration restrictions for power class 2 5G NR UE which may impact SAR testing.
