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Introduction
In this contribution we provide discussion on the content of clause 5 (Operating bands and channel arrangement) of TS 38.141‑1 by proposing to refer to the TS 38.104 instead of copy-pasting the content. Related TP to TS 38.141-1 is also attached.
Discussion
E-UTRA BS specifications reference
In TS 36.104 clause 5, FDD and TDD operating bands were captured. Additionally, CA band combinations were specified for intra-band and inter-band operation, contiguous and non-contiguous. Subclauses of clause 5 in TS 36.104 include E-UTRA channel bandwidth and channel arrangements. 
In the E-UTRA test specification TS 36.141, the same clause is duplicated. 
Based on the above, the following is observed in terms of specifications maintenance: 
Observation 1: in case of introduction of any new E-UTRA operating band, the required modifications are required to be introduced in two E-UTRA specifications, i.e. TS 36.104 and TS 36.141. 
Observation 2: in case of introduction of any new CA bands combination (intra-band contiguous, intra-band non-contiguous, or inter-band), the required modifications are required to be introduced in two E-UTRA specifications, i.e. TS 36.104 and TS 36.141.
NR operating bands specification (TS 38.104)
Referring to TS 38.104 clause 5, one can notice that is contains much more details than the above referred E-UTRA core specification, e.g.: 
· NR operating bands for FR1 range: TDD, FDD, SUL
· NR operating bands for FR2 range: TDD
· Transmission bandwidth configurations for FR1 and FR2, including Sub-Carrier Spacing configurations
· Minimum guardband configurations for FR1 and FR2
· BS channel bandwidths and SCS per operating bands mapping tables, for FR1 and FR2
· Channel spacing for adjacent NR carriers and for CA
· NR channel raster, for FR1 and FR2
· Synchronization raster and numbering
Page count of TS 38.104 clause 5 is 13 pages. 
NR BS test specifications 
NR BS test specification is composed of two parts: 
· TS 38.141-1 for conducted testing (for FR1)
· TS 38.141-2 for OTA testing (for FR1 and FR2)
When it comes to the content of clause 5 in TS 38.141-1 and TS 38.141-2, there is number of observations which shall be considered: 
Observation 3: due to the fact that the NR BS test specifications is composed of two parts, in case of introduction of any new NR FR1 operating band, the required modifications are required to be introduced in three NR specifications, i.e. TS 38.104, TS 38.141-1 and TS 38.141-2.
Observation 4: due to the fact that the NR BS test specifications is composed of two parts, in case of introduction of any new NR FR2 operating band, the required modifications are required to be introduced in two NR specifications, i.e. TS 38.104 and TS 38.141-2.
Observation 5: as NR BS test specification is divided in to conducted and radiated testing, clause 5 of those specifications will not be a direct copy-paste of the clause 5 from TS 38.104, i.e. FR1 bands are subject to conducted and OTA testing, while FR2 bands are subject to OTA testing only. 
Based on the above discussion, there are two options identified for the potential implementation of the NR operating bands clause 5 in TS 38.141-1 and TS 38.141-2: 
· Option 1: follow the legacy approach and aim for the “copy-paste” approach, with the consideration of Observation 5, i.e. direct copy-paste will not be possible due to FR1/FR2 division conducted/radiated testing applicability. In terms of specification maintenance, this Option will trigger higher workload. 
· Option 2: keep the NR BS operating bands specification in TS 38.104 only, and use referencing in TS 38.141-1 and TS 38.141-2. In terms of specification maintenance, this Option will trigger lower workload.
Based on the above arguments, we have preference to Option 2. Therefore the following proposal is formulated: 
Proposal 1: for clause 5 in TS 38.141-1, apply Option 2 (i.e. reference to TS 38.104) and approve the attached TP to TS 38.141-1.
Conclusions
Based on the above discussion and observations, the following proposal is formulated:
Proposal 1: for clause 5 in TS 38.141-1, apply Option 2 (i.e. reference to TS 38.104) and approve the attached TP to TS 38.141‑1.
Related TP to TS 38.141-2 is in [2].

Detailed structure of the subclause is TBD.
For the NR operating bands specification, their channel bandwidth configurations, channel spacing and raster, as well as synchronization raster specification, refer to TS 38.104 [2], clause 5 and its relevant subclauses. 
For the conducted testing purposes in this specification, only FR1 operating bands are considered.
