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RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for the LS R2-1813442. 
1. Intra-band non-contiguous NR CA signalling
RAN4 kindly asks RAN2 to introduce the reducedIntNonContComb for NR as default UE behaviour to reduce the capability signalling size of intra-band non-contiguous band combinations.
2. Intra-band MR-DC band combination signalling
RAN4 discussed if the band combination signalling should be able to distinguish the below cases:

Case 1:
MR-DC band combination where the spectrum is contiguous across LTE and NR within the 

same band;

Case 2:
MR-DC band combination where both LTE and NR are in the same band, but not in one 


contiguous spectrum.
In RAN4 specification, the intra-band contiguous EN-DC and intra-band non-contiguous EN-DC are distinguished. There is a possibility that different requirements are specified between case 1 and case 2 MR-DC band combination with the same band, and also that UE may support either case 1 or case 2 band combination.
RAN4 respectfully asks RAN2 to design the band combination signalling to able to distinguish the case 1 and case 2 MR-DC band combinations.
3. Handling of TA in Synchronous MR-DC

The decision of RAN4 is the handling of TA in synchronous MR-DC should be decided by RAN1. RAN4 kindly asks RAN1 to provide their feedback to RAN2.

RAN4 kindly asks RAN2 to take above information into account in their work.
To RAN 1 group.

RAN4 respectfully asks RAN1 to provide their feedback about the handling of TA in synchronous MR-DC.
