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1. Introduction
In the previous meeting it was identified that currently in NR and eAAS OTA conformance specifications in the  beginning of each measurement procedure is the same statement which conflicts the general section, clause 4, of specification. In this contribution a way to resolve the conflict is discussed, and a correction is provided in companion CR and TP in [1] and [2].
2. Discussion
Currently both eAAS and NR OTA conformance include the following in each measurement procedure:
OTA test requires correct use of an appropriate test facility which has been calibrated and is capable of performing measurements within the measurement uncertainties in subclause 4.1.2.
On the other hand section 4.1.3 Interpretation of measurement results already provides guidance how any additional uncertainty is treated:

Any additional uncertainty in the Test System over and above that specified in subclause 4.1.2 shall be used to tighten the test requirement, making the test harder to pass. (For some tests e.g. receiver tests, this may require modification of stimulus signals). This procedure (defined in annex C) will ensure that a Test System not compliant with subclause 4.1.2 does not increase the chance of passing a device under test where that device would otherwise have failed the test if a Test System compliant with subclause 4.1.2 had been used.
These sections of the specification are clearly in conflict each other. It should be noted that the section 4.1.3 has been stable and already used in e.g. 36.141, while the measurement procedures do not have similar statements in 36.141.

As the statement included in the measurement procedures is general in nature, i.e. it is repeated always, it could be moved to section 4. However, due to the obvious conflict our preference is simply to remove it. In case a replacement is needed, it should be placed in section 4. 

The change is implemented in CR and TP in [1] and [2].
3. Conclusion
In this contribution an identified conflict in OTA conformance specifications is discussed and a way to resolve it is provided. The proposal is implemented in TP and CR in [1] and [2].
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
