	The frequency range for the NS_04 additional spurious requirements starts at 0 Hz. This is not feasible to test since the behaviour of available high end spectrum analyzers is undefined at around 0 Hz. 
It is not feasible to test the requirements in this low range since it can lead to unfair fails of a device only because of the behaviour of the analyzer used.
To solve this issue it is proposed that the lower limit it set to 9kHz, the same limit as for the spurious emissions TC.

6.5.3.3	Additional spurious emissions
These requirements are specified in terms of an additional spectrum emission requirement. Additional spurious emission requirements are signalled by the network to indicate that the UE shall meet an additional requirement for a specific deployment scenario as part of the cell handover/broadcast message. 
NOTE:	For measurement conditions at the edge of each frequency range, the lowest frequency of the measurement position in each frequency range should be set at the lowest boundary of the frequency range plus MBW/2. The highest frequency of the measurement position in each frequency range should be set at the highest boundary of the frequency range minus MBW/2. MBW denotes the measurement bandwidth defined for the protected band.
