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1 Introduction

This paper discusses the text in each of the documents regarding polarisation and the OTA sensitivity and OTA reference sensitivity requirements.
A set of TP’s, draft CR’s and CR’s are submitted to make the corrections to each of the documents.
2 Discussion
2.1 OTA sensitivity and OTA reference sensitivity

In the REL13 specifications, the OTA sensitivity was the only OTA receiver requirement, no changes re necessary for release 13 and 14.
Release 15 modifications for each of the AAS and NR specifications are discussed below.
2.1.1
Core specifications
TS 37.105 
OTA sensitivity

This is stated as

The OTA sensitivity EIS level declaration shall apply to each supported polarization, under the assumption of polarization match. 

No change is needed.

OTA reference sensitivity 

Currently it is not clear that the requirement is per polarisation. This needs to be clarified. The NR specification has already corrected this and includes the sentence

“The OTA REFSENS requirement shall apply to each supported polarization, under the assumption of polarization match.”

This is to be added to the AAS specification.
TS 38.104 

OTA sensitivity
This is stated as

The OTA sensitivity EIS level declaration shall apply to each supported polarization, under the assumption of polarization match.

No change is needed.

OTA reference sensitivity 

It is already clear that the requirement is per polarisation, under polarisation match.
No change is needed.

Conformance specifications

TS 37.145-2 

OTA sensitivity
Polarisation is clear in the definition and applicability section but not in the procedure. Text added to repeat for all declared polarisations
OTA reference sensitivity 

Currently it is not clear that the requirement is per polarisation in the definition and applicability section, this I to be clarified. The procedure is also corrected to repeat for each polarisation.

OTA sensitivity
The definition and applicability section is ok, the procedure needs updating to specify it is repeated for all supported polarisations
OTA reference sensitivity 

The definition and applicability section is ok, the procedure needs updating to specify it is repeated for all supported polarisations

OTA sensitivity
Polarisation is not currently mentioned. Text is added to explain why polarisation match is important for the wanted signal. Currently polarisation match is not a defined term in the test report so a local definition is given to explain what is meant.

The same text is added as to the AAS TR (37.843 above)
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
