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1 Introduction
As part of the proposed workplan, A study item on NR based access to unlicensed spectrum is ongoing in RAN1 and RAN2. The RAN4 related tasks started from RAN4#88. The latest SID is available in [1]. In RAN4#88, we have had offline discussions and a way forward was prepared in [2]. The document was noted as this was only for information, since there was no online time allocated to this SI. 

2 Discussion
There is a RAN level study item where regulatory discussions related to 6GHz are taking place. The updated SID is available in [4].

A TR is being worked on this issue in RAN level, as referenced in [3].

3 Conclusion
Since similar issues are being discussed in RAN level study item, there may not be any necessity to study/discuss/investigate regulatory requirements for 6GHz in this SI. RAN4 needs to consider this, so that we do not perform repetitive work here which are being done in RAN level SI.
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
