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Introduction
We further present our view on UL CA configurations in the future work.
Discussion
In main session of RAN4#88bis meeting, we had the following agreement on UL CA in FR2 [1].Agreement: 
Requirements which are not in the exception sheet will be out of scope of Rel-15 RAN4 specifications. 
· Uplink non-continuous CA requirement is out of scope of Rel-15 RAN4 specification according to the RAN plenary decision in RP-182083. 
If uplink non-continuous CA is introduced in future release, FFS on which release, uplink non-continuous CA shall be release independent from. 



Base on above agreement, intra-band UL non-contiguous CA will not be specified in Rel-15 specifications. 

We present our understanding for such decision: 
1) We are approaching the completion of Rel-15 specifications. We need to focus on remain issues on exception sheet.
2) No UL non-contiguous CA configurations have been proposed in Rel-15, so it was decided to be out of scope of Rel-15 RAN4 specifications.
3) UE product design to support Rel-15 specifications may not support future Rel-16 specifications which have not yet been started. So Rel-16 specifications should be completed first.

We suggest to define UL non-contiguous CA specifications in Rel-16 time frame. 

Regarding the question of release independency, we think it should be discussed after UL non-contiguous CA specifications are completed.

We have the following proposals:

Proposal 1: UL non-contiguous CA requirements for FR2 should be specified in Rel-16.

Proposal 2: Release independent issue should be discussed after the corresponding UL non-contiguous CA requirements are specified.
1.  Conclusion
In this contribution, we provide our view on the work of non-contiguous UL CA. We have two following proposals.

Proposal 1: UL non-contiguous CA requirements for FR2 should be specified in Rel-16.
