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1. Overall Description: 

RAN4 thanks RAN2 for the LS R4-1816016 on frequency separation class.
RAN4 has discussed the frequency separation scenarios A and B in the LS within the intra-band non-contiguous carrier aggregations in FR2.
A) Bands of the same frequency band forming a single set of intra-band non-contiguous carrier aggregation within a band combination






B) Bands of the same frequency band forming multiple sets of intra-band non-contiguous carrier aggregation within a band combination






[bookmark: _Hlk504730597]RAN4 would like to provide the feedback to the RAN2 question - “RAN2 would like to ask RAN4 whether they have any concern on the current UE capability signalling as outlined in this LS (e.g. if scenario B is valid and needs signalling support).”

Currently RAN4 has only defined frequency separation class for scenario A in FR2 and has not considered scenario B as a valid case yet. Whether or not to introduce UE capability signalling for scenarios B is FFS, currently there is no UE capability signalling needed for scenario B from RAN4 perpective.
