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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN2 for the reply LS on RAN4 design on channel bandwidth.

RAN4 understands that carrierBandwidth per SCS in SCS-SpecificCarrier of each serving cell can be used as the RAN4 defined UE channel bandwidth per SCS. For each serving cell, the largest carrierBandwidth among SCS signalled in the serving cell is interpreted by UE as the serving cell bandwidth and relevant UE RF requirements (such as out-of-band emissions and blocking) are determined as per RAN4 requirements for that channel bandwidth. The following conditions shall be fulfilled for this interpretation to work in RAN4.
· Each carrierBandwidth is configured within the operator’s spectrum holding with Minimum guardband and Transmission bandwidth configuration according to Clause 5.3.2 and 5.3.3 of TS 38.101-1 and TS 38.101-2 to meet the relevant emissions and blocking requirements.
Additionally, RAN4 would like to inform RAN2 of the following assumption concerning carrier bandwidths in Rel-15:
· All carrierBandwidth within one serving cell are nested among the indicated SCSs; i.e., a carrierBandwidth of lower SCS is entirely covered by a carrierBandwidth of higher SCS.

Therefore, RAN4 does not require an additional signalling on channel bandwidth if the above conditions are all fulfilled. RAN4 recommends that the carrierBandwidth configurations other than mentioned above are not supported in Rel-15 and that RAN2 clarifies in RRC specification that the carrierBandwidth values can only be configured according to the channel bandwidths specified in RAN4.

2. Actions:

RAN4 respectfully requests RAN2 to take the above RAN4 recommendations into account in RAN2 specifications.
