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	Reason for change:
	There is an Editor’s note in the Scope of the TS which states:

“it is FFS whether there is any difference in this specification for NR UE in FR1 and FR2”.

For all previous RATs, GSM, UMTS and LTE, where there is no relevant restriction on the signalling bandwidth or latency, then RAN 4 has agreed that the A-GNSS minimum performance is basically RAT-independent.

In the absence of any other proposal it is proposed that the same reasoning is accepted for NR for both FR1 and FR2. That is that the A-GNSS minimum performance will be independent of the cellular access methodology and in particular of whether FR1 or FR2 is used. Also the testing is normally carried out in conducted mode so any possible antenna effects for FR2 are likely to be bypassed.
Therefore the Editor’s note can be deleted.

The present document establishes the minimum requirements for both UE based and UE assisted FDD or TDD A-GNSS terminals which have NG-RAN access via gNB (in SA NR mode including NR-NR DC or NE-DC NR mode) or via ng-eNB (in EN-DC NR mode) and which are supporting A-GNSS in 5GS via LPP [3] between UE and LMF as described in TS 38.305 [17].
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
