-	the SRS antenna switching is not colliding with any other transmission with higher priority defined in TS38.214.
-	for UE, which does not support simultaneous reception and transmission for inter-band CA specified in TS 38.331 [2], and is compliant to the requirements for inter-band CA with uplink in one NR band and without simultaneous Rx/Tx specified in TS 38.101 [5], the SRS transmission are not simultaneously scheduled with DL SSB transmission on other carriers.
The UE shall not perform SRS antenna switching if the above conditions cannot be met.
The interruption of up to the duration X6 shown in table 8.2.1.2.9-1 during the antenna switching.
