Introduction

The SID on 7 - 24 GHz frequency range was approved at TSG RAN #82 [1], during which the principle of extending the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz was also agreed [2].
This contribution provides our recommendations for consideration on extending the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz.

Discussion

In [2], RAN asks RAN WG4 to confirm that the extension of FR1 in Rel-15 is feasible and preferable and to provide CRs to implement the pertinent changes provided technical feasibility and workload. From the BS perspective, we have not identified any fundamental issue to extend the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz. As the underlying BS architectures and RF characteristics for 6GHz and 7.125GHz would be similar, the BS RF requirements specified for 6GHz in FR1 could largely be applied up to 7.125GHz. However, most measurement uncertainties (MU) for test requirements are categorized according to the wanted signal frequency range, and thus the MU for the wanted signal from 6GHz to 7.125GHz will need to be further discussed and decided, and the CR release can be decided according to the timeline of the MU discussion and decision.
Recommendation 1:

There is no fundamental issue from the BS perspective to extend the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz, but the MU for the wanted signal from 6GHz to 7.125GHz will need to be further discussed and decided.
Recommendation 2:

The CR release for extending the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz can be decided according to the timeline of the MU discussion and decision.

Conclusion

This contribution proposes our recommendations for consideration on extending the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz, which are summarized as follows:
Recommendation 1:

There is no fundamental issue from the BS perspective to extend the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz, but the MU for the wanted signal from 6GHz to 7.125GHz will need to be further discussed and decided.
Recommendation 2:

The CR release for extending the upper limit of FR1 from 6GHz to 7.125GHz can be decided according to the timeline of the MU discussion and decision.
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
