	The interruption time for make-before-break (MBB) handover is currently defined as T_interrupt = 5ms. However, for normal and MBB handover, interruption time is defined to be the time between end of the last TTI containing RRC command on the old PDSCH and the time the UE starts transmission of the new PRACH. Hence, similar to normal HO, the interruption uncertainty in acquiring the first available PRACH occasion in the new cell (T_IU) should be included which is currently missing. T_IU can be up to 30ms. The actual test requirements in A.5.1.25 and A.5.1.26 correctly account for T_interrupt = 30 + 5= 35ms which is not consistent with the core requirements.
