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1. Overall Description:
RAN4 would like to thank RAN5 for the LS. RAN4 has discussed the issue and concluded the following from UE perspective:
· FFS: Restrictions on supportable gaps and combinations of gaps between discontiguous blocks where 

· each block spans contiguous (one or) multiple successful LBT sub-bands

· each gap spans one or multiple contiguous unsuccessful LBT sub-bands

RAN4 Reply: This is for gNB DL operation perspective and there is no restriction on supportable gaps and combinations of gaps between discontiguous blocks from UE perspective. However, information of LBT failure, i.e. the location of LBT failure, should be known or informed to UE to help and identify which block has useful information.

· FFS: Transmission bandwidth adaptation delay, potentially different delay for e.g., different number of supported gaps, different transmission bandwidths and different positions of the LBT sub-bands where transmissions occur

RAN4 Reply: This is related to gNB DL operation perspective and there is no difference from UE perspective. However, information on LBT failure, i.e. the location of LBT failure, should be known or informed to UE to help and identify which block has useful information. 

· FFS: Limit on the occupied LBT sub-bands due to regulation and coexistence considerations (not intended to imply that regulation and coexistence considerations will not be addressed)

RAN4 Reply: RAN4 will further discuss on regulation and coexistence perspective.
