	The ACLR requirements in FR1 diffientiates PC2 and PC3. For PC2 the ACLR is 31dB and for PC3 the ACLR is 30dB.
For UL MIMO, the power at each antenna connector is 3dB lower than the total power. Thus, for PC2 UE, the power at each antenna connector actually is 23dBm not 26dBm. If we measure PC2 UL MIMO UE ACLR performance with each antenna connector then there will be ambiguity which ACLR requirement should be applied, 31dB or 30dB?
Therefore, in order to avoid this ambiguity, it is better to measure the combined performance of the two connectors according to its power class directly, i.e. PC2 UE apply 31dB ACLR and PC3 UE apply 30dB ACLR.

Out of band emission for UL-MIMO

For UE supporting UL-MIMO, the requirements for Out of band emissions resulting from the modulation process and non-linearity in the transmitters are specified at each transmit antenna connector.

For UEs with two transmit antenna connectors in closed-loop spatial multiplexing scheme, the spectrum emission mask requirements in subclasuse 6.5.2.2 and 6.5.2.3 apply to each transmit antenna connector, the adjacent channel leakage power ratio requirements in subclasuse 6.5.2.4 apply to the combination of two transmit antenna connectors. The requirements shall be met with UL-MIMO configurations described in sub-clause 6.2D.1.

If UE is configured for transmission on single-antenna port, the requirements in subclause 6.5.2 apply.
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
