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This paper clarifies the case that RLM-RS is not configured and TCI state of PDCCH is also not configured.
2 UE behavior when RLM-RS is not configured and TCI of PDCCH is not configured
One ambiguous configuration related to RLM is when failureDetectionResources is not configured, and the TCI state of PDCCH is missing also. When failureDetectionResources is not configured, UE shall perform RLM on the RS configured in the TCI state of PDCCH [1]. But if the TCI state of PDCCH is also missing, then the RS for RLM is not clear. 
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3 Conclusion
In the contribution, we discuss the requirement for RLM. We have the following proposal: 
Proposal 1: No requirement for RLM when RLM-RS is not configured and TCI of PDCCH is not configured.
