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1. Background Information

All RF requirements in TS38.101-2 that require demodulation of UL were defined with the assumption that the UE is measured by test equipment (TE) with a dual polarization receiver. If the TE does not have a dual polarization receiver, a UE may need to change its UL diversity scheme to prevent a false failure [1].
2. Overall Description:

RAN4 has determined that the TE must indicate to the UE, via signalling, if the receiver of the TE is of single polarization type. Further, this signalling must be limited to tests that require demodulation of UL.
