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1. Overall Description: 
RAN4 thanks RAN5 for the LS on LTE anchor agnostic test requirements in 38.101-3. RAN4 have discussed the applicability of LTE anchor agnostic for general spurious emissions and reference sensitivity and got the following conclusions.
1. The IMD products produced by two concurrent transmission in UE can be negligible compared to the general spurious emission limits. It is RAN4 understanding that the LTE anchor agnostic principle can be applied to the general spurious emission tests.
2. The sensitivity impact caused by interference from “LTE UL -> NR DL” and “NR UL -> LTE DL” is still under discussion in RAN4. RAN4 will further study whether there are additional band combinations need to be introduced into TS38.101-3 reference sensitivity cause as exceptional cases. It is RAN4 understanding that LTE anchor agnostic principle can be applied to the non-exceptional combinations.
