	During the work on the NR BS Harmonized Standard in ETSI TFES, it was observed that there are some EU regional spectrum regulations causing the operation in some NR operating bands to be applicable only partially. 
This CR is also motivated by the discussion on the fractional bandwidth, the need to allow the BS to support only part of the operating band. 
In this CR, the definition of the “operating band” and related manufacturer declaration is updated in order to account for the fractional bandwidth operation, as well as to allow application of regional requirements for operation only in parts of the NR operating bands.
