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1. Overall Description:

RAN4 would like to thank RAN5 for the LS on testability of FR2 transmitter and reception tests in R4-1900018.  RAN4 has discussed the list of items contained in the LS and would like to give the following responses:
1) ACS: RAN4 has concluded that since RAN5 has already decided that the maximum input level is not tested, it is not required to test the ACS case 2 requirement. RAN4 recommends to RAN5 to focus on making ACS case 1 testable by reducing the wanted signal level, while maintaining the difference in power between wanted signal and interferer. RAN4 also recommends to RAN5 to apply the same methodology to IBB.
2) Transmit OFF power: It is RAN4 understanding that applying the required relaxations to the test requirement of transmit off power results in no longer having a meaningful test. Therefore RAN4 recommends to RAN5 to not test this requirement.
3) Receiver spurious emissions: It is RAN4 understanding that applying the required relaxations to the test requirement of transmit off power results in no longer having a meaningful test. Therefore RAN4 recommends to RAN5 to not test this requirement.
4) Spurious emission band UE co-existence: RAN4 has concluded that…
