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1. Introduction
In last meeting, a WF [1] was approved for NR-U workplan in REL-16. Responsible companies are requested to provide proposal on specification structures for NR-U in RAN4#90bis. In this WI, the responsible company will provide one big CR covering all change requests for the spec. In this contribution, we provide draft specification structure for TS 37.106 on UE requirements for NR-U channel access. 
2. Discussion 
Based on current TS 37.106, the similar context for LTE-LAA can be used for NR-U to align with TS37.107, as follows:
· 
· For channel access procedures for NR-U, uplink channel access procedure including channel access parameters and minimum requirement need to be added in section 5.
· For other clauses e.g. 2, 3, 4.1, NR-U related requirements need to be added if needed.
