1. Overall Description:

RAN4 has discussed the value of maxUplinkDutyCycle which is the optional signalling UE capability of maximum percentage of uplink transmission time that can be scheduled within 1s time window in order to ensure compliance with applicable electromagnetic energy absorption requirements provided by regulatory bodies.
The optional maxUplinkDutyCycle values are {15%, 20%, 25%, 30%, 40%, 50%, 60%, 70%, 80%, 90% and 100%}. When UE does not signal this capability, the default maxUplinkDutyCycle value is 25% and network shall assume the default value to comply with the regulatory requirements.
Additionally, RAN4 will discuss enhancement methods for avoiding radio link failures and connection releases due to significant and unpredictable UE P-MPRs in context of new WI on NR RF requirement enhancements for FR2 that might update what RAN4 has agreed for FR2 UE RF exposure compliance.
