Justification

The current Work Item NR_newRAT will develop requirements and specifications for new radio (NR) systems and does not include development of standards for repeaters.

Repeaters have been used in 2G, 3G and 4G networks as a cost-effective solution for extending coverage in sparsely populated areas or environments with particular propagation conditions such as buildings, tunnels, subways, stadiums, etc. In GSM/UTRA/LTE repeaters have proven to be useful for coverage adjustments and interference mitigation. These applications are expected to remain also in NR. However, NR may pose new or different requirements on the repeaters.
