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1. Overall Description: 
RAN WG4 has discussed the value of maxUplinkDutyCycle which is the optional signalling UE capability of maximum percentage of uplink transmission time that can be scheduled within 1s time window in order to ensure compliance with applicable electromagnetic energy absorption requirements provided by regulatory bodies. 
The optional maxUplinkDutyCycle values are {15%, 20%, 25%, 30%, 40%, 50%, 60%, 70%, 80%, 90% and 100%}. When UE does not signal this capability or pre-release UE without capability signalling, the default maxUplinkDutyCycle value is 20% and network shall assume the default value to comply the MPE regulatory requirements.
It is RAN4 understanding that RAN2 shall take into account the above agreements to design the UE capability signalling.


2. Actions:
To RAN2 WG: 
RAN4 kindly asks RAN2 to take the above agreement into consideration and design the capability signalling.
