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1. Introduction
At the last RAN4 meeting (RAN4#90bis in Xian) a skeleton for the technical report TS 38.820 was approved in [1]. 
In this contribution we suggest an addition of essential definitions relevant for NR in clause 3.

2. Discussion
In the added text is TR 38.820, the test currently refers to FR1 and FR2. For clarity, the meaning of those abbreviations should be defined in the TR.
Requirements throughout the RF specifications (TS 38.104, TS 38.141-2 and TS 38.141-2) are in many cases defined separately for different frequency ranges (FR). The frequency ranges in which NR can operate according to the present version of the specification are identified as described in table 5.1-1.
Table 2-1: Definition of frequency ranges

	410 MHz – 7125 MHz

	24250 MHz – 52600 MHz



Therefore, it is vital to capture those ranges in TR 38.820 in the terminology section. 
Also, it should be mentioned that the meaning of FRs is much broader than just a specific frequency range. More information regarding the meaning of frequency ranges in RAN is captured in a companion contribution [2].
