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Introduction
During RAN4#90 meeting (Athens), the work plan for the 7-24 GHz study item has been approved in [2]. According to the 7-24 GHz work-plan, the BS EMC discussion was planned to be concluded during this meeting. There might be some future EMC-related corrections expected in the following meetings, but the EMC-related framework shall be concluded. 
In this contribution we propose send information on the 7-24 GHz SI developments in RAN4 to the IEC in order to inform them on the potential need for the EMC RI updates not only above 24 GHz (as already informed), but also in 6-24 GHz range. 
Discussion
According to the IEC 61000-4-3 [3] specification the EMC radiated immunity requirement is defined up to 6 GHz. 
In the LS sent out to IEC [4] in August 2018, RAN4 asked IEC to provide information on their current efforts on EMC test methods and levels for radiated immunity test above 6 GHz. Information on the current FR1 and FR2 frequency ranges was provided. So far, no feedback from the IEC was received.
Even though the 7 – 24 GHz frequency range is technically embedded in the “above 6 GHz” term indicated in the previous LS, in our opinion it is worth to inform IEC on the ongoing 7 – 24 GHz study item, especially that no feedback was received to the previously sent LS. 
Conclusion
Based on the above discussion the following proposal is formulated:
Proposal: inform the IEC group on the ongoing 7 – 24 GHz SI by sending out LS with the action to consider it in their efforts on the EMC RI work beyond 6 GHz. 
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1. Overall Description:
Rel-16 study item on the 7 - 24 GHz frequency range is currently ongoing in 3GPP RAN4. The latest study item description can be found in RP-190373. NR BS related objectives of this study item include investigations on the need for EMC characteristics updates due to the existing EMC requirements and their frequency range limitations. From the BS point of view, investigations on non-AAS and AAS BS architectures feasibilities are ongoing.
So far, the IEC 61000-4-3 specification defines the radiated immunity test from 80 MHz to 6 GHz. Considering the LS sent previously in R4-1811881, 3GPP RAN4 would like to inform IEC on the ongoing study item which investigates the range located in-between FR1 and FR2 ranges, which are currently defined as: 
· FR1: 410 MHz – 7125 MHz (recently updated from 450 MHz – 6000 MHz range for Rel-15 specifications)
· FR2: 24250 MHz – 52600 MHz
Therefore the study item investigates the range form 7125 MHz to 24250 MHz, considering potential extensions of the existing FR1 and FR2 frequency ranges, as well as introduction of new frequency range definitions in RAN4. 

2. Actions:
To IEC.
ACTION: 	RAN4 respectfully asks IEC to consider the above information on 7 – 24 GHz study item in their developments of the EMC radiated immunity requirements.
