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Introduction
During the previous RAN4#91 meeting, information on the ECC PT A meeting progress was provided in [1]. Both GSMA and ETNO were proposing introduction of new agenda items for IMT below 24 GHz at WRC-23. Those proposals were to be discussed during June ECC PT A meeting #7 (17-21 June - Prague, Czech Republic).
GSMA proposal included the following bands for IMT, considering potential country/region specific allocations due to spectrum fragmentation:
· 3800 - 4200 MHz
· 5925/6425 - 7125 MHz
· 7125 - 8500 MHz
· 10.7 - 11.7 GHz
· 14.3/14.5 - 15.35 GHz
ETNO proposal included the following bands for IMT:
· 3800 - 4200 MHz
· 6425 - 8500 MHz
· 14.3 - 15.35 GHz
This contribution provides further updates on the decisions taken by the ECC CPG PT A group with regard to the WRC-23 agenda items for IMT in 7-24 GHz range.
Discussion
The Project Team A of the CEPT Conference Preparatory Group (CPG-19) is addressing multiple WRC-19 agenda items, where one of them is agenda item 10, i.e. “Preliminary agenda for the 2023 World Radiocommunication Conference”. Within this agenda item, the IMT spectrum allocations were discussed, including 7 - 24 GHz frequency range. 
NOTE: It shall be noted, that in accordance with No. 118 of the ITU Convention, the general scope of the agenda for WRC‑23 should be established four to six years in advance.
During recent ECC CPG PT A group meeting #7 multiple contributions related to additional IMT agenda items for WRC-23 in 7 – 24 GHz range were discussed. Below we provide summary of the related discussions.
ECC PT A#7 meeting findings
Referring to the Draft CEPT Brief on AI 10 in [2], the following CEPT position on the WRC-23 agenda items can be found: 

	CEPT supports the following new agenda items for WRC-23:
consideration of a new allocation to the AMS(R)S in all or part of the band 112-137 MHz
review of studies on spectrum needs, coexistence with radiocommunication services and regulatory measures for the possible introduction of new non-safety aeronautical mobile applications
consideration of the removal of the limitation regarding aeronautical mobile in the IMT bands within the frequency range 694-960 MHz for new non-safety applications
review of radio regulatory provisions related to aeronautical terrestrial services, including Appendix 27, but excluding Article 5
consideration of any change of Radio Regulation based on studies to identify any required technical and operational measures for stations on board sub-orbital vehicles
to study and develop technical, operational and regulatory measures to facilitate the use of the bands 17.7-18.6 (space-to-Earth), 18.8-20.2 GHz (space-to-Earth), 27.5-30.0 GHz (Earth-to-space) by non-GSO FSS ESIM 
to review the technical and regulatory conditions pertaining to the 18.6-18.8 GHz to address possible new Fixed-Satellite Service usage and the protection of EESS (passive)
considerations regarding the compatibility of satellite-to-satellite links with other FSS operations and other services in the bands 27.5‑30 GHz (Earth-to-space) and 17.7-20.2 GHz (space-to-Earth)
consideration of protection of GSO satellite networks operating in 7/8 and 20/30 GHz from emissions of non-GSO satellite systems operating in the same bands and identical directions
consideration of revising Resolution 155 (WRC-15) and RR No. 5.484B
harmonizing globally the use of the frequency band 12.75-13.25 GHz by earth stations on aircraft communicating with geostationary space stations in the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space);
consideration of a new EESS (Earth-to-space) allocation in the band 22.55-23.15 GHz
determining, reassessing and carrying out appropriate regulatory actions for determining additional allocations to the mobile-satellite service between 1.5 GHz and 6 GHz
consideration of, based on the results of ITU‑R studies:
· the introduction of pfd and EIRP limits in Article 21 for the bands 71 -76 GHz and 81 – 86 GHz;
· the conditions for the use of the 71–76 GHz and 81–86 GHz bands by stations in the satellite services to ensure compatibility with passive services
consideration of the additional spectrum allocations to the radiolocation service on a co-primary basis in the frequency band 231.5 – 275 GHz and identification of frequency bands in the range 275 - 700 GHz for millimetre and sub-millimetre wave imaging systems and review and consideration of possible adjustments of the existing or possible new primary frequency allocations to EESS (passive) in the range 231.5 – 252 GHz.



The key information from the ECC PT A report is that there is no CEPT proposal related to the IMT in 7 – 24 GHz range for WRC-23 agenda. 
As it can be observed there are multiple proposals related to the satellite services, including allocation in 7 - 24 GHz range, including:  
· 7/8 and 20/30 GHz: consideration of protection of GSO satellite networks from emissions of non-GSO satellite systems operating in the same bands and identical directions,
· 12.75-13.25 GHz : harmonizing globally the use for earth stations on aircraft communicating with geostationary space stations in the fixed-satellite service (Earth-to-space);
· 17.7-18.6 (space-to-Earth), 18.8-20.2 GHz (space-to-Earth): study and develop technical, operational and regulatory measures for non-GSO FSS ESIM,
· 17.7-20.2 GHz (space-to-Earth): considerations regarding the compatibility of satellite-to-satellite links with other FSS operations and other services,
· 18.6-18.8 GHz: review the technical and regulatory conditions for possible new FSS usage and the protection of EESS (passive),
· 22-22.21 GHz: study the band 22-22.21 GHz (and others) in order to evaluate the possible revision or deletion of the "except aeronautical mobile" restriction and the bands 15.4-15.7 GHz (and others) for possible new allocations to the aeronautical mobile service.
· 22.55-23.15 GHz: consideration of a new EESS (Earth-to-space) allocation.
Related ECP (European Common Position) for WRC-19 AI 10 including more details on the above proposals can be found in [3].
Conclusion	
The key information from the ECC PT A #7 meeting report is that there is no CEPT proposal related to the IMT agenda items in 7 – 24 GHz range for WRC-23.
